o 6" Degree: Attend a district, region, state, or national training session, forum, orientation, or meeting.

e 7" Degree: Help a Jaycee advance one degree.

e 8" Degree: Create a fundraising project for your chapter or recruit a sponsor.

e 9" Degree: Serve in a state leadership position such as Program Manager, Regional Director, Vice
President, etc.

e 10" Degree: Lead a State training.
